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Non-Google Apps:  there are many places to get Android apps other than the Google Play Store.  A simple search 
will get you many choices.  However, these apps are not certified by Google as safe, and some risk is involved.  Here 
is a list for your consideration:

GetJar The store supports Android, BlackBerry, Windows Mobile, iPhone and Symbian platforms. You can filter down to just the Android apps by the setting in the top right-
hand corner of the screen.  

AppBrain is an alternative way of browsing the official Google Play Store.  AppBrain is incredibly useful for hunting down interesting apps on a larger screen.

SlideME lets you browse its catalogue of apps online or via an installable app called SAM that runs the whole experience on your Android device. This market focuses on 
promoting the work of small, independent developers.

F-Droid The very specific focus of F-Droid is free and open source software (FOSS) Android apps. It’s pretty basic, but there is some categorization and the list is searchable. 
You’ll find a big selection of free apps here and they all promise no tracking, no ads, and no dependencies. It’s worth checking out for free apps, especially if you support the 
open source movement

The  OnlyAndroid store offers a wide range of apps and differentiates itself with discounted apps. This includes a “Deal of the Day”, where one app is offered at a significant 
discount for 24 hours.

 Mobogenie Market  With a large library of apps, Mobogenie Market is a viable alternative to SlideME. The interface is nice and modern, and the app even includes some extras 
like downloadable ringtones and the ability to download YouTube videos.

Amazon App Store  has over 330,000 Android apps which can be downloaded.  It features a free “App of the Day”.  

To install your downloaded  (*.apk) app:
Step 1: Go to SETTINGS
Step 2: Click on APPLICATIONS
Step 3: Make sure that “UNKNOWN SOURCES” is checked
Step 4: Read the warning message and acknowledge if you are OK to proceed 
Step 5: Tap on the downloaded file from your file manager to install
